NEITCC NAME CHANGE UPDATE

Bill Cunningham held a brief but important meeting at the Blackberry picnic that focused on the issue of a hame
change for NEITCC. He reviewed the course of events that brought us to this point, noting that the term “two-
cylinder” was registered by Two-Cylinder magazine with the U.S. Patent Department, making that organization
the owner of the trademarked term. Clubs including that adjective in their names have been given until
October 31, 2010 to remove the term or comply with the magazine’s rule requiring that all club members
subscribe to the Two-Cylinder magazine.

A suggestion has been made that we propose a compromise with Two-Cylinder in which if an agreed upon
percentage of total club members, such as 50%, are subscribers to the magazine, we would be allowed to include
the term “two-cylinder” in our club name. There is certainly no guarantee that Two-Cylinder would even consider
such a compromise, but it’s worth a try. However, we must know how many of you are subscribers.

If we’re unsuccessful in our attempts to retain our current club name, we would like to hear your suggestions for
a new one. Keep in mind that we would prefer keeping our unique logo, so a name change suggestion should
use the letters NEITCC in the same order but with the “TC” standing for something other than “two-cylinder.”
